G.S.R. 283(E).—In exercise of the powers conferred by clause (g) of sub-section (2) of section 60, road with section 
198 and clause (a) of sub-section (2) of section 200, of the Railways Act, 1989 (24 of 1989), the Central Government hereby 
makes the following rules farther to amend the Indian Railways (Open Lines) General Rules, 1976, namely:— 

1. (I) These rules may be called the Indian Railways (Open Lines) General (Third Amendment) Rules, 1999. 

(2) They shall come into force on t^e date of their publication in the Official Gazette. 

1. In the Indian Railways (Open Lines) General Rules, 1976, in Chapter XV, rule 8 shall be renumbered as sub-rule (I) 
thereof and after sub-rule (1) as so numbered, the following sub-rules shall be inserted, namely :— 

'"(2) Mo work involving removal of any mil from the track shall be undertaken without traffic block, except as 
provided in sub-rule (3). 

(3) In emergent cases, the Engineering official not below the rank of Permanent Way Inspector Grade-Ill undertaking 
.such operations shall first bring the train to stop and advise the Driver of the train about the need to stop the 
train through a written Memorandum. The Engineering official shall simultaneously arrange to send a message 
to the Station Master for the need to block the track and obtain written confirmation of the same. In such 
emergent cases, work shall be commenced only after advising the Driver and bringing the train to a stop."
