G.S.R.800(E)._ln exercise of the powers conf.erred by clause (2.1 of articte J3gB of the Constitution antl in
supersession of the National commission fbr Backward classes (Salaries and Allowances and other conditions of
service ofchairperson and Members) Rules, 1996, except as respects things done or omitted to be done before such
supersession, President hereby makes the fb[owing rules, namely:_

l' Short title and commencement.- (l) These nrles may be calted the National commission for Backward
classes Chairperson' vice-chairperson and Mernbers (conditions of Service and Tenure) Rules. 201g.

{21 They shall come into force on the date of their pubtication in the official Cazette.

2. Definitions.- In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires,_

(a) "article" means article of the Constitution;

(b) "Chairperson', means the Chairperson of the Commission;

(c) "commission" means the National commission fbr Backward classes established under clause (l) of article
3l8B;

(d) "Member" means a Member of the commission and includes the chairperson and the Vice-chairperson;
(e) "Vice-chairperson" means the vice-chairperson of the Commission.

3' Qualilications'- (l) Thc Membcrs shall be appointed from amongst persons of ability, integrity an4 stantling
who have had a record ofselfless service to the cause ofjustice for the socially and educationally backward classes.

(2) Subject to the provisions of sub rule ( l),_

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(a) the chairperson shali be appointed fiom amonsst eminent socio-political ivorkers belongin_e to thesociallv and educationallv backrvard classes' who inspire contldence amongst the sociallv and educationallv bxckiys.d
classes by their very personarity and record ofseltress service;

6' Salaries and allowances'- (l) Every Mlember shall have the rank of a secretary to the Govemment of Indiaunless othenvise specifi ecl.
