(hereinafter referred to as the “Authority”); 

And whereas, pursuant to the provision of section 14, the Authority has entered into an Agreement on 

19.02.2010 (hereinafter referred to as said agreement) with M/s. Moradabad Bareilly Expressway Ltd. having its 

registered office at IL&FS Financial Centre, Plot C-22, G Block, Bandra Kurla Complex, Bandra, (East), Mumbai-

400051, India (hereinafter referred to as the “Concessionaire”), the successful bidder for bids submitted on 25.11.2009 

for the development of Moradabad – Bareilly section from km 148.000 to km 262.000 (design ch. is from km 148.000 to 

269.800 as per said agreement, (the Authority has confirmed that the starting point of the project is from the start of 

Moradabad bypass, which may be assumed zero chainage of the project, as such the actual start point design chainage is 

149.250 and accordingly, the actual end of project design chainage is 271.050.

3. The rate of monthly pass for a person who owns a mechanical vehicle registered for non-commercial 

purposes and resides within a distance of twenty kilometers from the toll plaza is Rs. 215.00 (Rupees Two Hundred and 

Fifteen only) for the year 2013-14, which is subject to revision every year as per the provisions of the National Highways 

Fee (Determination of Rates and Collection) Rules, 2008.

The 

same shall be got published by the Authority in at least one newspaper, each in English and vernacular language through 

the Concessionaire and thereafter revised annually in accordance with the rule 5 of the said Rules and provisions of the 

Concession Agreement and will be published provided that no revision shall be effected within a period of six months 

from the date of the preceding revision of fee.
