S.0. 1964(E).—Whereas by notification of the Government of India in the Ministry of Road
Transport and Highways number S.O. 78 (E) dated 04.02.1999, issued under Section 11 of the National
Highways Authority of India Act, 1988 (68 of 1988), the Centra Government has entrusted the stretch from
km 0.000 to km 388.000 (Ajmer-Raasthan /Gujarat Border) and from km 388.000 to km 516.00
(Rajasthan/Gujarat Border — Ahmedabad) of National Highway No. 8 in the State of Rajasthan to the National
Highways Authority of India (hereinafter referred to as the “ Authority”);

And whereas, in exercise of the powers conferred by Section 7 of the National Highway Act, 1956 (48
of 1956) read with Rule (3) of the National Highway Fee (Determination of Rates and Collection) Rules 2008,
the Central Government by notification of the Government of India authorized Authority for levying and
collecting fee on mechanical vehicles for the use of stretches as follows:

(i) Vide S.O.No. 1714(E), dated 26™ July, 2012 for the stretch from km 278.000 to km 348.000 in
the State of Rajasthan (total length being 70.000 km) on National Highway No. 8.

(i) Vide S.O.No. 2623(E), dated 30" October, 2012 for the stretch from km 348.000 to km 388.000
in the State of Ragjasthan and from km 388.000 to km 388.180 in the State of Gujarat (total
length being 40.180 km) on National Highway No. 8.

And whereas, pursuant to the provision of Section 14 of the National Highways Authority of India
Act, 1988 (68 of 1988), the Authority has entered into an Agreement (hereinafter referred to as said
agreement) with M/s Udaipur Tollway Pvt. Ltd., Chandivali Road, Saki Naka, Andheri (East), Mumbai -
400072, (hereinafter referred to as the “Concessionaire”’), for the bid submitted on 29.07.2016 for the
development of section from km 333.585 (design chainage) (existing chainage km 287.400) to km 447.385
(design chainage) (existing chainage km 401.200) (hereinafter referred to as the “said section”) of the NH-8in
the state of Ragjasthan & Gujarat to Six lane through Public Private Partnership under NHDP Phase-V on
Design, Build, Finance, Operate and Transfer (DBFOT) basis;

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November,2014, G.S.R. 2(E) dated 29th December, 2014, G.S.R 220(E) dated 23rd March, 2015 and G.S.R
585(E) dated 08" June, 2016 and in supersession of the Notification Number S.O.No. 1714(E), dated 26"
July, 2012 and S.O. No. 2623(E) dated 30™ October, 2012, except as respect things done or omitted to be done
before such supersession, the Central Government, having regard to the expenditure involved in building,
mai ntenance, management and operation of the said Section of said National Highway, interest on the capital
invested, reasonable return, the volume of traffic and the period of said agreement entered between the
Authority and the Concessionaire, hereby notifies that there shall be levied and collected fees on mechanical
vehicles at the rate specified in column (2) of the Table 1 for total equivalent road length of 120.7255 km
[including 113.031 km road and 769.45 m of structures (having length more than 60m) with equivalent length

3. No user fee shal be levied for the delayed period between the Scheduled date of completion (910 days
from the Appointed Date) and the date of actual completion of the project, if it is delayed. For the purposes of
thisrule, any provisional completion of the project shall not be treated as completion of the project.

4. The rate of monthly pass for a person who owns a mechanical vehicle registered for non-commercial
purposes and resides within a distance of twenty kilometers from the toll plaza is Rs. 245.00 (Rupees Two
Hundred Forty Five only) for the year 2017-18 which is subject to revision every year as per the provisions of
the National Highways Fee (Determination of Rates and Collection) Rules, 2008.

been removed from such mechanical vehicle.

8. All definitions, category of mechanical vehicles, its permissible load, category of exempted vehicles,
service road, aternative road etc. shall be as per definitions specified in the Rules.

9. The Fee rates shall be displayed for information of the users in accordance with rules 12 of the said
Rules.

10. Based on the Base Rate of Fee per km for the base year 2007-08 as mentioned in Table-1, the actua
amount of fee to be charged from the mechanical vehicles and the discounts will be calculated by the
Authority on the basis of completed length of the Project Highway. The same shall be got published by the
Authority through the Concessionaire in at least one newspaper, each in English and vernacular language and
thereafter revised annually in accordance with the rule 5 of the said rules and provision of Concession
Agreement and got published, provided that no revision shall be effected until a period of 6 (six) months has
elapsed from COD.
