(d) “Applicant” or “Petitioner” means a person making an application of 

petition to the Appellate Authority; 

(e) “Committee” means the committee constituted under section 4 of the Act for 

regulation of admission and fixation of fee. 

(f) “Chairman” means the Chairman of Appellate Authority. 
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(g) “Form” means a Form given in Appendix; 

(h) “Member” means the member of the Appellate Authority.  

(i) “Registry” means the Registry of the Appellate Authority.  

(2) Words and expressions used and not defined in these rules but defined in the 

Act shall have the meanings assigned to them in the Act.

    (4) Where the petitioner seeks condonation of delay, he shall file a separate 

application supported by an affidavit.

    (2) The documents referred to in sub-rule (1) may be attested by a legal 

petitioner, gazetted officer or a notary and each document shall be marked 

serially as Annexure A-1, A-2 and A-3 and so on. 

    (3) Where a petition is filed by an agent, documents authorizing him to act as 

such agent shall also be appended to the petition:
