An Act to provide for the establishment of the Sanjay Gandhi Post Graduate I nstitute of Medical Sciences
at Lucknow in Uttar Pradesh and for matters connected therewith or incidenta thereto.

IT ISHEREBY enacted in the Thirty-fourth year of the Republic of Indiaasfoll ows:-
Short title, extent 1. (1) ThisAct may be caled the Sanjya Gandhi Post-Graduate Institute
and of Medical Sciences Act, 1983.

(e) givetraining to teachers for imparting medical educations;

(f) hold examinations and grant such degrees, diplomas or cther academic distinctions and titles
in post-graduate medica education as may belaid down in the regulations;

(g) receive grants from the Government and gifts, donations, benefactions, bequests and
transfers of properties, both movable and immovable, from donors, benefactors, testators of
transferors, as the case may be;

(h) dea with properly belonging to, or vested in, the Institute in any manner which is considered
necessary or promoting the objects specified in section 7

(i) demand and recelive such fees as may be laid down in the regulations;

(j) co-operate with other Ingtitutions in conduct of research and higher education in medical
fidd;

(k) take decisions on questions of Policy relating to the administration of the affairs and
working of the Ingtitute;

() may cause to be employed in accordance with this Act such officers, teachers and other

(m) do al such other acts and things as may be necessary to further the objects of the Institute.
Thefollowing shal be the officers of the Institute, namely:-

(2) The Visitor shall, after every five years, cause to be reviewed the progress of the Institute in
such manner as he thinks fit.

(3) Upon reviewing progress of the Institute, the Visitor may make a reference ot the State
Government for taking action under section 34 or may, subject to the provisions of thisAct, issue
such directions, as he considers necessary, and the Ingtitute shall be bound to comply with such
directions.

(4) without prejudice to the foregoing provisions of this sections but subject to the provisi ons of
sections 36, the visitor may by order in writing, annul any proceeding so the Institute which is
nat is conformity with this Act or therules or regulations made thereunder;

Provided that before making any such order, he shal call upon the Institute to show cause
why such an order should not be made and if any cause is shown within such reasonable time, as
may be allowed therefor, shall consider the same.

(1) The Chief Secretary to the Government of Uttar Pradesh shall be President of the Institute
and shall aso be Chairman of the Governing Body,

(2) The President shall, when present, preside at the meetings for the Institute and shal have the
following powers and duties, namely-

accordance with this Act and the rules and regul ations made thereunder and to take such
steps, as he deemsfit, for the achievement of this object:

(3) Whenever a vacancy occurs or is likely to occur in the office of Director, the Committee
constituted in accordance with the provisions of sub-section (1) shall prepare a panel of names of
three persons who are in its opinion suitable to hold the said office.

(4) The Committee shall forward to the Visitor, the panel of names prepared by it, together with
a concise statement showing the academic qualifications and othe distinctions of each of the
persons included in such pand, but shall nat indicate any order of preference.

(5) The Visitor shall appoint the Director out of the panel of names submitted to him under sub-
secton(4).

(6) Notwithstanding anything in sub-sections (1) to (5), the first Director of the Institute shall be
appointed by the State Government and he shall hold office until a Director is appointed in
accordance with sub-sections (1) to (5).

(7) Where a vacancy in the office of Director occurs and it cannot be conveniently and
expeditioudy filled in accordance with the provisions of sub-sections (1) to (5) or there is any
other emergency, the Visitor may appoint any suitable person to be the Director and may, from
time to time, extend the term of an appointment under this sub-section, so, however, that the total
term of such appointment, including the term fixed in the origina order, does not exceed one
year

(8) The Conditions of service of the Director, incuding salary, alowances, leave, pension and
provident fund, admissible to him, shall be such as may be prescribed, and until so prescribed
shall be determined by the State Government.

(1) The Director shall be the Vice-Chairman of the Governing Body and shal be the Chief
Executive and academic Officer of the Institute. He shall preside over the meeting of the
Governing Body in the absence of the President.

(2) Without prejudice to the generdity of the provisions contained in sub-section (1), the
Director shal-

(@) exercise generd supervision and control over the affairs of the Institute;

(b) ensure implementation of the decisions of the authorities of the Ingtitute;

(c) be responsible for the imparting of instruction and maintenance of discipline in the

Ingtitute.
(3) Where any matter is of urgent nature requiring immediate action and the same could not be
immediately dealt with by any officer or authority or other body of the Institute, empowered by
or under this Act to deal with it, the Director may take such action as he may deem fit and shall
forthwith report the action taken by him to the Visitor and also to the officer, authority or other
body who or which, in the ordinary course, would have dealt with the matter.

Provided that if such officer, authority or other body is of opinion that such action ought not
to have been taken by the Director, it may refer the matter to the Visitor who may either confirm
the action taken by the Director or annul the same or modify it in such manner, as he thinks fit,
and thereupon it shall cease to have effect or, as the case may be, shall take effect in the modified
form:

Provided further that such annulment or modifications, asisreferred to in thelast preceding
proviso shall be without prejudice to the vaidity of anything previously done by or under the
order of the Director.

(b) to disallow any proposed expenditure which may contravene the provisions of this Act
or the rules made thereunder;

(c) to ensure that no financia irregularity is committed and to take steps to set right any
irregularity pointed out during audit;

(d) to ensure that the property and investments of the Ingtitute are duly preserved and
managed.

(4) The Finance Officer may require the production of such, records and documents of the
Institute and the furnishing of such information pertaining its affairs, as in his opinion may be
necessary for the discharge of hisduties.

(5) All contracts shall be executed and signed by the Finance Officer on behalf of the Institute.
(6) The Finance Officer shall have such other powers and functions as may be prescribed.

(7) The Finance Officer shall be subject to the administrative control of the Director.

(1) The Executive Registrar shall be appointed by the Institute in such manner and on such terms
and conditions as may be prescribed.

(2) The Executive Registrar shall have the foll owing powers and duties, namely—

(b) All fees and other charges received by the Institute;

(c) All moneys received by the Institute by way of grants, gifts, donations, benefactions,

33. The Institute shall carry out such directions not be ng inconsistent with the provisions of the Act as
may be issued to it from time to time by the State Government for the efficient administration of the
affairs of the Institute under this Act.

34. (1) The State Government sha | have theright to cause an inspection to be made, by such person
or persons as it may direct,of the Institute including its buildings, libraries, laboratories, workshops
and equipment and aso of the examinations, teaching and other work conducted or done by the
Institute or to cause an inquiry to be made in the like manner in respect of any matter connected with
the administration and finance of the Institute.

(2) Where the State Government decides to cause an inspection or inquiry to be made under sub-
section (1), it shall inform the Institute of the same through the Director and any person nominated by
the Governing Body may be present at such inspection or inquiry as representative of the Institute and
he shal have theright to be heard as such.

(3) The person or persons appointed to inspect or inquire under sub-section (1) shal have al the
powers a civil court while trying a suit under the Code of Civil Procedure, 1908, for the purpose of
taking evidence on oath and of enforcing the attendance of witnesses and compelling production of
documents and materia objects, and shall be deemed to be a civil court within the meaning of sections
345 and 346 of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 and the proceeding before him shall be deemed
to bejudicial proceedings within the meaning of sections 193 and 228 of the Indian Pena Code.

(4) The State Government shall address the Director with reference to the result of such inspection or
inquiry, and the Director shall communicate to the Governing Body the view of the State Government
together with such advice as the State Government may offer upon the action to be taken thereon.

(5) The Director shall then within such time as the State Government may fix, submit to it a report of
the Action taken or proposed to be taken by the Governing Body.

(6) If the authorities of the Institute do not, within a reasonable time, take action to the satisfaction of
the State Government, the State Government may after considering any explanation which such
authorities may furnish, issue such directions as it may think fit, and the authorities of the Institute
shall comply with such directions.

(7) The State Government shall send to the President a copy of every report of an inspection or inquiry
caused to be made under sub-section (1) and of every communication received from the Director
under sub-section (5) and of every direction issued under sub-section (6) and also of every report for
information received in respect of compliance or non-compliance with such direction.

() the tenure of office, salaries and allowances and other conditions of service of the officers, teachers
and employees of the Institute;

(g) the powers and duties of Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the Governing Body;

(h)The powers and duties of the Director and other officers and employees of the Institute;

(i) The management of the properties of the Ingtitute;

(i) The degrees, diplomas and other academic distinctions and titles which will be granted by the
Institute;

(k) the creation of posts of Professors, Head of Departments, Associate Professors, Assistant
Professors, class | officers, class Il officers and posts of other teachers, officers and employees of the
Institute, and the appointment of persons to such posts including the qualifications requisite therefor;
(1) the fees and other charges which may be demanded and received by the Ingtitute;

(m)the manner in which, and the conditions subject to which, pension and provident funds may be
constituted for the benefits of officers, teachers, and other employees of the Institute;

(n) any other matter for which provisions may be made under this Act by regulations.

(2) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-section (1), the first regulation under this Act, shall be
made by the State Government, and any regulations so made may be atered or rescinded by the
Institute in exercise of its power under sub-section (1).
