I. Short title and commencement.- (1) These rules may be caiied lhe Protection of
omen from Domestic Violence Rules, 2006.

If you are beaten up. threatened or harassed in your home by a person with whom
you reside in the same house, tben you are facing domestic violence. The
Protection of Won:ien from Domes{ic Violence Act, 2005, gives you the right t
claim protection and assistance against domestic violence.

You can receive protection and ussistarn.:e under the Act, if the person(s )with
